· If you cannot see the gridlines for the template, please click on the Table Layout tab and click Gridlines. The gridlines will appear and you will be able to see the parameters of each label. This grid will not print or impede on your design in any way.  

· Do not hit enter or edit the column or row margins anywhere on this entire table. This will alter the format and the document will no longer print correctly onto the label transfer sheets. 

· Do not hit enter within the cells. This will also alter the format of the cells. 


Tips & Hints for using the Label Transfer Template

· Make borders around your text to highlight any words used in your design.  Right click within the cell, select Borders and Shading then select your styles. Then click Apply To and select Text.  This will keep the box around the text. You may have to adjust your margin lines within the cell if you want a tight fit around your wording.  

· To center words or pictures within the cell, right click within the cell and select Cell Alignment, choose your desired style. 

· The labels can be trimmed or cut before ironing, if needed.  

· A permanent, non-washable marker can also be used on the labels.  
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
